O n Monday, August 21st, the
United States will be wit-

ness to a total solar eclipse for
the first time in nearly 40 years. Dur-
ing a solar eclipse, the moon passes
in front of the sun, blocking the sun’s
light from the earth. During a total
eclipse, the sun is entirely blacked
out and the stars become visible in
the sky. The path of totality—a seven-
ty-mile-wide area where the sun will
be blocked completely—will pass over
southern Kentucky in an arc that
spreads from Oregon to South Caro-
lina. Here in Bullitt County, we will
most likely see about 95% totality,
which is still going to be really cool!

Bullitt County Public Library wants
to help you make the most of this
exciting event, so we have organized

several programs designed to pre-
pare you to safely and comfortably
view the eclipse. For complete details
or to register, please visit
www.bcplib.org/Eclipse2017.

As you make your plans to watch the
solar eclipse, here are a few things
you should keep in mind:

It is highly dangerous to watch a
solar eclipse without proper eye
protection. The sun’s light—even
5% of itl—can irrevocably damage
the sensitive tissues of your eyes.
Each of our August Eclipse pro-
grams offers a safe method for
viewing this awesome spectacle,
from providing free solar shades to
helping you make your own, safe
DIY viewer.

9 The main event takes place in Au-
gust, so you can expect plenty of
sun and heat. Be prepared with
sunblock, hats, and plenty of fluids.
If you choose to attend one of our
Total Eclipse of the Sun viewing
parties, patrons who wish to avoid
the summer heat will be able to
watch from inside the library via
NASA’s live video feed!

1 Decide on and claim your viewing
spot early! Here in Bullitt County,
the eclipse is expected to occur at
2:47 PM EST and will last about 2.5
minutes. If you get caught unpre-
pared, you might miss it. This is
why our viewing parties begin at
1:00 PM, giving everyone time to
share in the excitement and settle
in before the show.
